Background: The Policy for the Allocation of Grants to Voluntary and Community
Organisations 2017/18 deals with the allocation of community grants which
are awarded to defined Organisations following an application process and
against set criteria. There are conditions requiring that Organisations report
back to the Council upon expenditure of the grant and to enable further
appropriate conditions to be imposed. The decision making process was
delegated to the Portfolio Holder in order to ensure that decisions can be
made expeditiously and at the appropriate level.

The majority of the changes are minor, the main one relating to the removal
of the Community-led Planning Grants category as no applications have
been made to it since 2014/15 when there was only one. Adoption of the
revised Policy will enable the continuation of the scheme in the 2017/18
financial year.

Decision: That the community grants be awarded, declined or deferred as indicated in
the list attached at the end of this decision notice.

Background: The Portfolio holder was asked to determine the award of Community
Grants to Voluntary and Community Organisations which meet the criteria
approved by Cheshire East Council. The Council recognises the valuable
input that the Voluntary and Community Sector brings to the quality of life in
the community. Grants are awarded to those organisations which meet the
Council’s Residents First Outcomes.

This is the first round of grants for 2017/18 and makes recommendations
totalling £37,031 in line with Cheshire East Council’s Policy for the
Allocation of Community Grants. The applications are being considered
following the approval of the Policy for the Allocation of Community Grants
dated April 2017. The changes to the Policy have made no difference to the
outcomes of the grant applications.
