KEY DECISION TO BE MADE BY THE CABINET OR A PORTFOLIO HOLDER 
(SPECIAL URGENCY) 
 
It  has not been possible to include the following item on a previously published notice. 
 
Under the 2012 Regulations, local authorities are required to publish a Notice of key 
decisions to be made by the Cabinet or a Portfolio Holder at least 28 clear days before the 
meeting. If a key decision is to be taken as a matter of urgency and does not comply with 
Regulations 9 or 10 of the 2012 Regulations, agreement must first be obtained from the 
chairman of the relevant overview and scrutiny committee (or in his/her absence, the 
Mayor). 
 
This Notice sets out a key decision to be taken by Cabinet on 22 July 2014, together with 
the reason why the decision is urgent and cannot reasonably be deferred. In accordance 
with Regulation 11, the chairman of the overview and scrutiny committee has been 
consulted and has agreed that the item be considered as a matter of urgency.

Your Money Fund 

REASON FOR URGENCY: 

 

The budget to enable the establishment of the grant fund 
has only recently been made available and this was 
highlighted at the meeting of Cabinet on 1 July 2014.  
Council, at its meeting on 17 July 2014, approved a 
supplementary estimate of £900,000 from the 2013/14 
revenue underspend to fund the grants. Funding is only 
available until the end of March 2015, so it is imperative 
that the Your Money Fund Grant Scheme is established, 
so that groups are given enough opportunity to apply to 
the scheme.
