the following course of action had been agreed:

RESOLVED

(a)       That the application for a premises licence be granted as follows:

Late Night Refreshment (Indoors)
Monday to Sunday – 23:00 to 05:00

Sale of Alcohol
Monday to Sunday – 24 hours (for consumption off the premises)

Hours the premises is open to the public
Monday to Sunday – 24 hours

(b)       That the following condition be imposed on the licence, as 
requested by Cheshire Police and agreed by the applicant’s 
representative:

The site will operate a closed door policy, whereby the entrance to the 
shop will be closed to customers between the hours of 24.00 and 05.00 
hours each day.  All sales between these hours will be made through the 
night pay window.

(c)      That a further condition be imposed on the licence agreed by the 
applicant’s representative:

Late Refreshment Monday to Sunday 23.00 hours to 05.00 is restricted to 
the sale of hot beverages only.

The Applicant’s representative was reminded of their right to appeal this 
decision to the Magistrates’ Court within 21 days.
