Following a review of the joint hackney carriage drivers’ licence/private
hire vehicle drivers’ licence, the Sub Committee was satisfied that the
license holder remain a fit and proper person to hold a joint hackney
carriage drivers’ licence/private hire vehicle drivers’ licence with Cheshire
East Council at this time and that the application for a joint Hackney
Carriage/Private Hire Drivers Licence be GRANTED.
